1.4. Document Purpose

The purpose of this document is to present PIP Usage Notes for PIP 3A13: Notify of Purchase Order Information V01.00.00. This document was created by the collaborative efforts of a specific Validation Team. 

This document provides a recommended guideline for implementing a RosettaNet PIP® between Trading Partners.  This document provides information that articulates specific use by the Validation Team. This document should enable:

i. Shortened implementation lead-time by documenting the best way to map internal systems to RosettaNet Standards;

ii. Consistency in standards deployment; and

iii. Increased interoperability

2. Introduction

The “Notify of Purchase Order Information” Partner Interface Process™ (PIP) supports a process where a Buyer communicates information about a purchase order to a 3rd party. The Buyer is the owner or initiator of the purchase order, the Seller is the recipient of the purchase order and the third party receiving the information about the purchase order is referred to as the Purchase Order Information User.

Additionally, this PIP can be used by a Seller to communicate Order information to a 3rd party. In this case, the Buyer sends the Order to the Seller. The Seller initiates the PIP 3A13 to communicate key Order information to the 3rd Party. The 3rd party receiving the Order information is referred to as the Purchase Order Information User.

The below table puts the roles in context of the specific transaction scenarios tested.
Roles involved in the validation effort of PIP 3A13 V01.00:

During the validation process, the team implemented a 3A13 interface to communicate order status information to a Transportation Management System. The message will be triggered:
· when the Manufacturer orders goods at a supplier (Supplier Order) or 
· when a Customer orders goods at the Manufacturer (Customer Order) or
· when an existing order is changed (Cancelled, Closed or Updated).
Basic order information along with shipping details is communicated to the 3PL who will create an order base in the Transportation Management System.

Forwarding all Supplier and Customer Orders allows the 3rd Party Transportation Management System to track & trace all in- and outbound shipments based on the original order information and to optimize transportation.
2.1 Business Process Model
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Figure 2-1: Purchase Order Information Business Process Scenario
2.2 Business Process Definition
This PIP enables a Buyer or a Seller to communicate information about a purchase order to a 3rd party. The order information can be taken from any applicable data source (e.g. a preceding PIP 3A4). 
2.3 Assumptions
The validation team focused on managing order information in a 3rd Party Logistics (3PL) scenario where a manufacturer informs the 3PL about the outbound orders that were placed at suppliers or about inbound orders that were placed by customers.
The assumption is when the 3A13 message is sent, the 3PL will create an order base in its system and at the time of shipping, the 3PL will link advance shipment (3B2) and shipment status (3B3) information to the orders. The manufacturer will then be able to track all inbound and outbound shipments against any specific order in the 3PL System.

Disclaimer: It is NOT the intent of this document to provide every possible permutation of usage for this PIP.

6 Glossary
	3PL: A third-party logistics provider (abbreviated 3PL) is a firm that provides outsourced or "third party" logistics services to companies for part, or sometimes all of their supply chain management functions.


	Purchase Order Recipient: The receiver of the PO. Usually also the party who fulfills the PO.


	Manufacturer: Manufacturing, a branch of industry, is the application of tools and a processing medium to the transformation of raw materials into finished goods for sale.


	Shipment Information: information that identifies and describes a shipment. May contain HAWB, Mode of Transport, Inco Terms, weight & dimensions, etc.
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
